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Introduction:
NHS Greater Manchester has begun the next stage of its ‘Keep Protected’ vaccination campaign. This time the focus is on childhood vaccinations, making sure parents and carers of 0-5-year-olds and school-aged children understand the importance of childhood vaccines, what vaccines their children are eligible for and how they get them. 
Infectious diseases can be very serious for babies and young children. Illnesses like measles, meningitis and pneumonia can cause serious, life-threatening complications and even be deadly. That’s why babies, young children and teens are offered free and safe NHS vaccinations.
How you can get involved:
This toolkit contains social media copy, social media graphics and newsletter copy aimed at parents and carers of 0-5-year-olds. The vaccines they are eligible for are: 
· 6-in-1 vaccine – 4 doses
· Rotavirus vaccine – 2 doses 
· MenB vaccine – 3 doses 
· Pneumococcal vaccine – 2 doses 
· MMRV – 2 doses 
· Flu vaccine – every year from 2 or 3-years-old until the end of Year 11 of secondary school
· Pre-school booster (dTAP/IPV) vaccine

Is your baby or little one up-to-date with their vaccines?

Most babies will be offered their first vaccine at 8 weeks old. Staying up to date with your child’s vaccinations throughout their childhood will give them with the best protection but it’s never too late to catch up.
